FURMAN-WESTERN CAROLINA LASTMEETING

GREENVILLE (Oct. 3, 1998) — Defensive
backs John Keith and Richie Jackson, and line-
backer Will Bouton combined for three intercep-
tions to headline a Furman defensive effort in
throttling Western Carolina 31-7 in front of 9,620

fans at Paladin Stadium.

In a struggle that saw Furman total only 263
yards and Western Carolina only 235, it was
Furman's defense that came up with the game's

decisive plays.

Leading 3-0 following an early 36-yard Jason
Wells field goal, Furman used a Richie Jackson
interception at the Western Carolina 42 to set up
its first touchdown of the game, which came ona
17-yard run by fullback Louis Ivory with 2:38

remaining in the first quarter.

Then, on the Catamounts' next possession,
John Keith stepped in front of a Justin Cella pass
atthe Western Carolina 23. Three plays later, the
Paladins upped the margin to 17-0 on a 4-yard
touchdown run by Ernest Crosby with 0:37 left in

the opening period.

After Western Carolina cut the lead to 17-7 in
the second period and a scoreless third quarter,
Furman put the game away in the fourth period
with Crosby's second touchdown run, a 3-yard
plunge, and a 24-yard interception return for a
score by Will Bouton with 6:10 left in the game.

FURMAN LAST WEEK

GREENVILLE (Sept. 25, 1999) — Posting
its second straight 50-point, 500-yard offensive
performance, Furman scorched the scoreboard
for 27 first quarter points and played virtually
everybody in uniform on the way to a 58-0 rout of
VMLl in front of 11,212 fans at Paladin Stadium.

In earning its 18th-straight win over VMI and
claiming the shutout, the program's first since a
38-0 blanking of Wofford in 1995, Furman posted
back-to-back 50-point performances for the first
time in school history and scored more points in
two games than any other Furman team since
1920. Two weeks ago the Paladins downed
William & Mary 52-6.

Leading the offensive barrage was sopho-
more tailback Louis Ivory, who rushed six times
for 85 yards and scored three touchdowns cover-
ing 25,42, and 6 yards in the game's first quarter.
Ivory, whose night included only one quarter of
work, gave way to senior Stuart Rentz, wholed all
rushers with 144 yards on 17 carries. Rentz also
scored two touchdowns, including a career best
55-yarder, to further spark a Paladin ground game
that posted 381 yards and eight touchdowns.
Redshirt freshman quarterback Billy Napier also
benefitted from Furman's early outburst, as he
directed the Paladin offense over the final three
quarters, completing 8-of-13 passes for 108 yards
while adding 28 more on the ground.

Furman limited VMI to only four first downs
and 103 total yards.

NOTING THE PALADINS

(0 ONEFORTHERECORDBOOKS...Furman's
58-0 win over VMI on Saturday forced some
research into the school's football record book,
and the notable team milestones achieved by the
Paladins include:

O The 58-0 victory over VMI marked the biggest
Southern Conference win (margin of victory) in
Furman football history. The previous biggest
margin had been 49 points, which Furman posted
in shutouts of VMI (49-0) and Appalachian State
(49-0) in 1983.

O Furman scored on its first seven possessions
of the game to take a 44-0 lead early in third
period.

O Furman reached the 50-point plateau for the
second straight game, a feat that had never
before been accomplished in the history of Fur-
man football (94 seasons, 889 games).

[0 The 58 points are the most ever scored by a
Bobby Johnson-coached Furman team and the
most by the Paladins since the 1989 season when
Furman tallied 59 points in a 59-17 win over
Presbyterian. The 58 points were the most scored
against a Southern Conference opponent since
1987 when Furman defeated The Citadel 58-13in
Charleston.

O Furman's 110 points in its last two games is
the second highest consecutive games points
total in program history, trailing only the 111
points Furman posted in back-to-back wins dur-
ing the 1920 season (42-3 win over Oglethorpe
and 69-0 win over Wofford).

O The shutout was the first by Furman since the
Paladins blanked Wofford 38-0 during the 1995
season.

O Furman's 27-pointfirst quarter was its biggest
since the Paladins scored 33 points in the second
quarter of a 33-3 win over Wofford in 1996.

O Furman's 546-yard offensive performance
against VMI marked its second straight 500-yard
outing (542 vs. William & Mary, Sept. 18). Priorto
its last two games, Furman had last posted back-
to-back 500-yard offensive performances during
the 1990 season when Furman rolled up 565
yards in a 30-17 win over The Citadel and 586
yards in a 45-17 thrashing of Eastern Kentucky.

O VMI'sfourfirstdowns tied a Furman opponent
record (shared by four other teams) for fewest first
downs in a game. The Keydets didn't post their
first first down until the third quarter.

[0 INDIVIDUAL MILESTONES PLENTIFUL,
TOO...In addition to several team superlatives,
several Paladins racked up outstanding individual
performances. Among the most outstanding:

O Sophomore tailback Louis Ivory's three first
quarter touchdowns and 18 points represented
the most touchdowns and points scored by a
player in a quarter since quarterback Frankie
DeBusk scored three TDs in the second quarter of
Furman's44-20 win over East Tennessee Statein
Greenvillein 1989. Ivory, who rushed six times for
85yards, played only the firstquarterand Furman's
first play of the second half.

O Senior tailback Stuart Rentz came off the
bench to lead all rushers with 144 yards and two
touchdowns, including a career best 55-yard scor-
ing run in the fourth quarter. Rentz's 100-yard
performance was the fifth of his career, and the
144 yards represented the second best perfor-
mance of his career.

(0 Despite playingonly one quarter, senior flanker
Desmond Kitchings tallied his third rushing touch-
down in two games when he scored on an 11-yard
reverse play. Kitchings, who registered touch-
downs runs covering 34 and 51 yards two weeks
ago in a 52-6 win over William & Mary, has now
scored four rushing touchdowns in his career off
reverses.

0 QUICK STARTS..In its last two games, Fur-
man has tallied on all seven of its first quarter
possessions and has outscored the opposition
48-3 in the first period. Through three games
Furman has outscored its opponents 48-10 in the
first quarter. A year ago, Furman was outscored
33-14 in the first quarter in its first three contests.

0 NO TOUCHDOWNS IN LAST 10
QUARTERS...In pitching a shutout against VMI
last Saturday, Furman's defense extended its
streak of not surrendering a touchdown to 10
quarters. During that span, the Paladins have
only yielded three field goals.

0O FURMAN NOW 18-2 IN SOCON SEASON
OPENERS SINCE 1980...In routing VMI 58-0 last
Saturday, Furman improved its record in South-
ern Conference season openers since 1980 to
18-2 (.900) and 9-1 mark (.900) this decade.
Under head coach Bobby Johnson, Furman has
now gone 5-1 in league inaugurals (.833). VMI
has now been the victimin nine of the Paladins' 18
conference season opening wins.

RALS SINCE 1980...Overall Furman has proven
to be rough on the opposition in Southern Confer-
ence road inaugurals since 1980, having posted
a13-6record overthe past 19years. Inthe 1990s,
however, the Paladins are only 5-4 (3-2 under
Bobby Johnson) in their first conference road
games of the season. Three of Furman's six
losses in league road inaugural games have
come at the hands of Saturday's opponent, West-
ern Carolina, which posted decisions over Fur-
manin 1987 (20-14), 1993 (23-20), and 1997 (17-

attack with devastating effect, Furman has ground
up its last two opponents in impressive fashion,
totaling 890 yards and 15 touchdowns via the rush
in blowouts over William & Mary (52-6) and VMI
(58-0). In the win over William & Mary, Furman
rolled up 509 yards rushing, only 12 yards shy of
the school's single game rushing record. In
Saturday's thrashing of VMI, nine Paladin ball
carriers combined to rush for 381 yards, the
second most productive rushing day for Furman
football in Bobby Johnson's five-plus seasons as
head coach ofthe Paladins. Through three games
Furman has combined to score 16 touchdowns
via the rush, and the Paladins are averaging
344.7 rushing yards/game heading into this
Saturday's game against Western Carolina.

[0 PALADINS EXTEND WINNING STREAK
OVER VMI...Counting Saturday's 58-0 victory
over VMI, Furman has now claimed 18 straight
wins over VMI and now owns a 20-8 series
advantage over the Keydets. The longest Fur-
man series winning streak versus an opponent is
19, which the Paladins rolled up against Wofford
from 1917-47. Furman has now outscored VMI
694-202, and has averaged 38.5 ppg to the
Keydets' 11.2 ppg over the last 18 games.

0O FURMAN NOW 7-1 VERSUS VIRGINIA
TEAMS UNDERBOBBY JOHNSON ...Furman's
58-0 win over VMI last Saturday improved the
Paladins' record against Virginia teams to 7-1
underhead coach Bobby Johnson. Johnson, who
has posted a 6-0 mark against VMl in his tenure
at Furman, is 1-1 versus William & Mary, with the
only loss, a 28-26 decision, comingin 1994, in his
first season as head coach of the Paladins.

0 A LITTLE REDEMPTION...Saturday's 58-0
blanking of VMI was certainly a pleasurable expe-
rience for Furman tight ends and wide receivers
coach Ted Cain, who joined the Paladin program
as an assistant after being forced out as head
coach at VMI prior to the end of the 1998 cam-
paign. Cain, an Aiken native, served as VMI's
head coach during the 1997 and '98 seasons prior
to rejoining a Paladin program that he first served
as an assistant coach from 1978-85. During his
first stint as an assistant coach under Dick
Sheridan, Cain helped guide the Paladins to six
Southern Conference championships. Cain later
worked 11 seasons as receivers coach and offen-
sive coordinator at North Carolina State (1986-
96) before going to VMI.

0 QUITE A TURNAROUND..Furman's 52-6
whitewash of William & Mary on Sept. 18 and 58-

Oroutof VMIlast Saturday, while marking only the
second and third wins in the Paladins' last eight
games, clearly rank as two of Furman's most
productive offensive performances of late. Inthe
five games leading up to the William & Mary
contest, Furman had been outgained by the oppo-
sition in all five contests and had averaged 272.6
yards per outing, while only once posting more
than 300 yards in total offense (307 vs. Chatta-
nooga, 31-28 win in '98). In the last two games,
Furmanhas averaged 544.0 yards and 55.0 points
per game.

(0 PALADINS FINALLY WIN TIME OF POS-
SESSION, TOTAL PLAYS BATTLE...In claim-
ing a decisive advantage in time of possession
(33:49 to 26:11) and total plays (74-44) in
Saturday's 58-0 rout of VMI, Furman snapped a
string of five straight games in which it had con-
trolled the football less than the opposition and six
games in which opponents had posted more
offensive plays than the Paladins. Last year
Furman recorded fewer offensive snaps (665)
than any other Southern Conference team and
finished last in the league in average time of
possession (29:26).

(0 LOUISIVORY MAKING ABIGDIFFERENCE
IN FURMAN GROUND ATTACK...When
Furman's coaching staff decided to move sopho-
more Louis Ivory (Fort Valley, Ga.) from fullback
to tailback this fall, the aim was to help jump start
Furman's lackluster ground game, which finished
a disappointing sixth in the Southern Conference
lastyear (185.0 yards/game). The results through
three games have been conclusive as the Pala-
dins are averaging a heady 344.7 yards rushing
per game and 7.1 yards per rush thanks, in part,
to Ivory's team leading 334 rushing yards (111.3
ypg) and four rushing touchdowns (8.1 ypc). Just
how effective Ivory has been was probably best
summarized in the first quarter of Furman's 58-0
rout of VMI on Saturday when he scored three
touchdowns on runs covering 25, 42, and 6 yards
to spark the Paladins to an 27-0 lead. Ivory, who
played only one quarter before giving way to
reserves, finished the game with 85 yards on six
carries. Ivory appears to be a prime candidate to
become Furman's first 1,000-yard rusher since
the 1992 season when Carl Tremble ran for 1,555
yards as a senior. A year ago Ivory began the
season in fine fashion, working at fullback and
rushing for 202 yards and two touchdowns in the
Paladins' first two games before ankle injuries
slowed his production. He finished the year with
406 yards and four touchdowns (5.1 ypa). The
151-yard performance against William & Mary
two weeks ago was the second 100-yard perfor-
mance of his career. He posted a 161-yard, two-
touchdown outing as a fullback in the Paladins'
27-19 win over South Carolina State in 1998.

(0 OFFENSIVELINEPAVING THEWAY.. Mak-
ing Furman's offensive exploits possible over the
pasttwo weeks has been a Paladin offensive front
that has featured several outstanding individual
performances. In the 58-0 whitewash of VMI on
Saturday, all 13 Paladin offensive linemen in
uniform saw action, and three starters recorded
"exceptional" grades (2.00 or better). Leading the
way was sophomore center Chris Stewart (Palm
Harbor, Fla.), who graded out a 2.00 (92.8%) on



42 plays, sophomore tackle Donnie Littlejohn
(Gaffney, S.C.), who also posted a grade of 2.00
(88.1%) on 42 snaps, and junior tackle Josh
Moore (Cross Hill, S.C.), who garnered a mark of
2.00 (93.1%) on 29 plays. In all, eight Paladin
offensive linemen recorded winning grades in the
win over VMI (20 plays minimum required to
qualify for winning grade).

(0 DES KITCHINGS: PRODUCTION VIA THE
RUSH...Although he playedin only one quarter of
Furman's 58-0 whitewash of VMI on Saturday,
Furman senior wide receiver Des Kitchings
(Wagener, S.C.) continued his string of big plays
by scoring his third rushing touchdown in the last
two games with an 11-yard run. Two weeks ago,
in a 52-6 win over William & Mary, Kitchings
became the first wide receiver in Furman history
to rush for over 100 yards when he ran for 117
yards and a pair of scores on reverses covering
51and 34 yards. Counting a 65-yard scoring run
on a reverse last year against The Citadel,
Kitchings now has four career rushing touch-
downs. In his career Kitchings has rushed 26
times for 349 yards (13.4 ypc).

0 DES KITCHINGS: PRODUCTION
THROUGH THE AIR...In registering a career
high seven receptions for 105 yards in the Pala-
dins' season opener against Elon on Sept. 4,
senior flanker Des Kitchings placed his name on
Furman's career receptions and receiving yards
charts. The squad's fastest player (4.36 40-yard
dash), Kitchings, who caught three passes for 28
yards inthe Paladins' 58-0 win over VMI, now has
81 receptions for 1,195 yards in his career. The
81 catches places him all alone in 11th place on
Furman's career receptionsledger, and his 1,195
yards in receptions ranks 12th in school history.

[0 DESKITCHINGS: PRODUCTION ON KICK
RETURNS.. After returning a kickoff 93 yards for
a touchdown in the Paladins' season opener
against Elon, senior Des Kitchings hasn't been
allowed to touch the football on kickoffs. In six
kickoffs since Kitchings' 93-yard sprint, Furman
opponents Elon, William & Mary, and VMI have
pooch kicked or employed line drive grounded
kickoffs, leaving Kitchings with still only one re-
turn on the year. Kitchings sports a career 28.1
yards per return average on 22 kickoff returns,
two of which he has returned for scores.

(0 WELLS ON THE CHARTS...Furman senior
placekicker Jason Wells (Lawton, Okla.), a pre-
season All-Southern Conference selection, is
poised to leave his mark on the school's kick
scoring and overall scoring charts. For Wells,
who initially came to Furman to play soccer, the
1999 campaign is affording him an opportunity to
bounce back from a 1998 season that saw him
hampered with a bone spur in his left (plant) foot.
Despite the injury, he still converted 11x18 FGs
and 30x30 PATs, led Furman in scoring (63
points) for a second straight season and, in the
process, moved onto the school's career kick
scoring and scoring ledgers. Wells' career num-
bers heading into this Saturday's game against
Western Carolina include 32x53 FGs (.604) and
115x120 PATs (.958). With 211 career points, he
only needs 15 points to surpass Mike Wood as
Furman's all-time kick scoring leader

0 OVER HALFWAY THERE...Two years ago
Furman paced the Southern Conference with 32
quarterback sacks, but last year, following the
graduation of All-America defensive end Bryan
Dailer (17.5 sacks in '97), the Paladins slipped all
the way to eighth, with only nine takedowns. With
six sacks in the first three games, Furman is
already more than halfway to matching (and

bettering) last year's numbers.

0 OVERDYKE GAINS SECOND
START...True freshman Eddie Overdyke (Lilburn,
Ga.) gained his second career start at defensive
end Saturday in Furman's 58-0 win over VMI, and
for the second straight week the Paladin new-
comer played well, tallying four tackles. He now
has 12 tackles and a sack in three games.

[0 NAPIER IMPRESSIVE, AGAIN...A week af-
ter making his collegiate debut by scoring a
touchdown in Furman's 52-6 win over William &
Mary, redshirt freshman quarterback Billy Napier
(Chatsworth, Ga.) put together another impres-
sive outing by completing 8-of-13 passes for 108
yards and rushing for 28 yards on nine carries in
three quarters of play in the Paladins' 58-0 rout of
VMI.  For his play against VMI, Napier was
named Southern Conference Freshman-of-the-
Week.

[0 OTHER NEWCOMERS SHINE...In addition
to the performances turned in by Billy Napier and
Eddie Overdyke, several other young players
made the first significant career contributions in
Saturday's win over VML. In the receiving corps
redshirtfreshman splitJames Thomas (Marianna,
Fla.) caught the first passes of his career (2 rec.,
31 yds.), as did junior split end Bryant Huguley
(Valley, Ala.), who had two catches for 21 yards.
On defense, true freshman defensive tackle
LeBryan Sperling (Dacatur, Ga.) recorded the
first sack of his career and Furman's only sack of
the game, and sophomore linebacker Sterling
Frierson (Woodrow, S.C.) tallied a career high
nine tackles, atackle-for-loss, and aforced fumble.

0 REMARKABLE STUART RENTZ...In rush-
ing for 144 yards and a pair of touchdowns in
Saturday's 58-0 rout of VMI, senior tailback Stuart
Rentz (Pickens, S.C.) posted the fifth 100-yard
rushing performance of his career, which now
includes two 100-yard outings against VMI.
Rentz's solid work against the Keydets featured
a career long touchdown run covering 55 yards.
Holder of a 3.90 GPA and a double major in
Spanish and history, Rentz has now rushed for
1,231 yards and 10 touchdowns in his careerand
has averaged 6.3 yards per carry. Asafreshman
in 1996, Rentz, a walk-on and three-time mem-
ber of the Southern Conference Academic Honor
Roll, posted two 100-yard rushing performances,
including a 125-yard effort in a 45-30 win over
Western Carolina.

0O ANOTHER ATHLETIC, ACADEMIC
STAR...Starting weak side inebacker Marion
Martin (Columbia, S.C.) is another outstanding
student on Furman's football team who is contrib-
uting in a major way on the field. In three starts,
Martin has tallied 17 tackles and a pass deflec-
tion, the latter of which he earned on a bone
crushing hit on William & Mary wide receiver
Chris Rosier. A chemistry major, Martin sports a
3.89 GPA and this summer teamed up with
university professor Dr. Lon Knight in pioneer
chemistry research known as "Mass Selected
Matrix Isolation."

0O TDMAN(ANDOTHERSTATISICALNOTES
OF INTEREST)...Junior fullback Derek Russell



(Austell, Ga.) heads into this Saturday's game
against Western Carolina as Furman's fifth lead-
ing rusher (72 yards) but leader in touchdowns
scored (5) and scoring (30). Furman hasn't
suffered a turnover in its last two games (eight
quarters). Furman is the least penalized teamin
the Southern Conference (16 penalties, 126 yards
through three games).

(0 HOLMES SET FOR RETURN AGAINST
ASU Sophomore nose guard Jarrod Holmes
(Powder Springs, Ga.) is likely to be sidelined at
least another week due to a hamstring tear sus-
tained over the summer. Holmes, a transfer from
SMU who fashioned an impressive spring prac-
tice, had been penciled in as Furman's probable
starting nose guard heading into pre-season prac-
tice, but a slow recovery has sidelined him since
the start of pre-season drills. If his rehabilitation
continues on schedule, Holmes is expected to
return to the practice field the week of the Appa-
lachian State game (Oct. 9).

(0 BUSSARD OUT FOR SEASON..Redshirt
freshman nose guard/defensive tackle Ryan
Bussard (Marietta, Ga.) will apparently miss the
remainder of the 1999 season due to rehabilita-
tion problems following surgery to repair a poste-
rior cartilage tear in his left shoulder. Bussard
had emerged from spring practice listed as a
contender for a starting job on the Paladin defen-
sive front, but a slow recovery from post-spring
practice surgery sidelined him until last week.
After taking part in one practice, it was deter-
mined his shoulder had not properly healed and
that he would likely be sidelined for the remainder
of the year, with a second surgical procedure a
strong possibility.

0 KEITH HELPING PACE FURMAN DEFEN-
SIVE RESURGENCE...After an injury plagued
1998 season, senior All-Southern Conference
free safety John Keith (Newnan, Ga.) has as-
sumed the much needed role of leader of Furman's
defense in 1999. Selected by Southern Confer-
ence head coaches and the league's pre-season
defensive player-of-the-year, Keith fashioned a
solid pre-season, making what appears to be a
successful move from strong safety to free safety.
In the Paladins' 52-6 win over William & Mary two
weeks ago, Keith tallied five tackles and an
interception — the ninth of his career. In limited
action in Saturday's 58-0 rout of VMI, Keith
notched three tackles and tackle-for-loss. An
outstanding tackler, Keith began the 1998 cam-
paign by recording a career high 19 tackles in a
loss to Clemson, but late in the Paladins' third
game (34-24 win over Samford), he sustained a
deep sprain in his right foot, which effectively
sidelined himfor the next three games and limited
his effectiveness the rest of the season. Still, he
tallied 56 tackles and earned Furman's Best
Defensive Back Award. Forced to sit out spring
practice after undergoing post-season surgery,
Keith serves as a team co-captain this season
along with strong safety Walter Booth, offensive
guard Ben Hall, and tailback Stuart Rentz. De-
spite the injury plagued 1998 campaign, Keith
has totaled 204 tackles and nine interceptions in
his career. One of his nine pickoffs includes a
school record 99-yard return in a 43-21 Furman
win over Chattanooga during the 1997 season.

[0 FURMAN INDUCTS 10 INTO HALL-OF-
FAME SEPT. 25...Former football standouts
Bruce Gheesling '82 of Covington, Ga., David
Charpia '84 of Greenville, and Gene Reeder '86
of Woodruff were among 10 greats who were
inducted into the Furman University Athletic Hall-
of-Fame in ceremonies prior to Saturday's win
over VMI. Also inducted were Rushia Brown '94
(women's basketball), Bill Dimitrouleas '73 (track
& field), Cathy Frohnheiser '94 (softball), Russ
Hunt '73 (men's basketball), Janey Strause-
McKenna '87 (women's tennis), and Forrest
Wakefield '36 (honorary).

[0 BOBBY JOHNSON: YEAR SIX...The 1999
season marks Furman head coach Bobby
Johnson's sixth year at the helm of the Paladin
program and 22nd season of service to the uni-
versity. After suffering through a 3-8 season in
1994 (the program's first losing season since
1979 and worst record since 1972), Furman
rebounded in 1995 to finish 6-5. A year later
Johnson, a Columbia native and 1973 Clemson
graduate, directed the Paladins to a 9-4 record
and into the NCAA I-AA playoffs —the program's
first playoff appearance since 1990. Furman
went 7-4in 1997 and 5-6 a year ago. Johnson's
four-year head coaching record is 32-28 (.533),
and his last four teams have combined to post a
29-20 slate (.592). Against NCAA I-AA competi-
tion, Furman teams under Johnson's direction
have gone 32-24 (.571). Johnson's 22-year tenure
includes work as defensive backs coach, assis-
tanthead coach, defensive coordinator, and head
coach. The Paladins' record during that span
(1976-80; 82-92; 94-present) is 164-81-7 (.664).
